The principal object of the meeting, being to consider the im-
provements now in progress upon Meridian & Louisiana Street.

On Motion of Mr. Cady the following resolutions were adopted towit.
Resolved, That the Supervisor of Streets be and he is hereby

required to concentrate the force now employed on Meridian and Louisi-
ana to the completion of the grade of Louisiana Street, between Mer-
idian and Illinois Streets in as economic a manner as possible agree-
able to the plan of the same already adopted by said Supervisor and
that he perform no more work on Meridian Street, than is necessary to
lease it in a suitable condition for public use.

Resolved, That the councilman of the Third and Fourth Wards be
associated v/ith the Supervisor in the Superintendance of the work yet
to be done on Meridian and Louisiana Streets.

Resolved, That a sum not exceeding One hundred and fifty dollars
be and the same is hereby appropriated to fill up the grades to the
bridge on Pennsylvania Street to be expended under the Supervision of
the Councilman of the Second & Third Wards and the Supervisor of Streets*

And a sum not exceeding Fifty Dollars, be also appropriated to full up
the grades to the Bridge on Delaware Street to be expended under the
Supervision of Councilman of the First & Second Wards, and the Super-
visor of Streets; and that said work be performed as soon as possible,
consistent with a proper regard to an economical expenditure of the
Funds hereby appropriated.

On Motion of Mr. Harrison
Resolved That hereafter all orders drawn upon the Treasury, shall

bear an interest of Six per cent per annum, from and after the date of

their presentation at the Treasury - And it is hereby made the duty
of the Treasurer to endorse the day of presentation on order presented
and make a record of the same in a book to be kept for that purpose.
