SPECIAL SESSION—October 25, 1887.

Councilman Swain, in behalf of the Special Committee on Natural Gas
stated that the Committee was not yet ready to report, and requested

further time ; which was granted.

On motion by Councilman Thalman, the vote taken at the last regular

session, by which the following entitled ordinance failed to pass, was re-

considered.

S. 0. 131, 1887—An ordinance to provide f«. r the re-grading and paving with Trin-
idad asphalt street pavement, the roadway, and curbing with stone the gutters
of Washington street, trom the east line of Mississippi street to the west line of
Alabama street, and requiring the Citizens' Street Railway Company to pay a
portion of the cost thereof, as provided for in General Ordinance No. 4, 1884.
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And, on motion, the ordinance was then referred to the City Attorney

and City Civil Engineer.

On motion by Councilman McClelland, the Common Council then

adjourned.
