
Mail Art Mews 

The new Ray Johnson Award, a $2,000 prize honoring 
outstanding contributions to correspondence or mail art, 
has gone to Jiirg W. Cronius, an artist who is now 
living in Hannover, Germany. The prize is sponsored 
by Edition Janus of Berlin. 

Stamp Art Gallery held during September the 
following exhibitions: Endre Tot, P am glad if I can 
stamp; Jim Stephan: Stamps Around the Globe; and 
Kurt Schwitters: Stamp Drawing 1918-23, a photo 
copy documentation display of Schwitters' Stamp 
Drawings during those years at 466 - 8th St., San 
Francisco, from 2 - 28 September. During November, 
Ken Priedman Rubber Stamps were featured. 

The Stamp Art Gallery has a checklist of Stamp Art 
Editions, which they have been publishing over the past 
three years.
