Since I last published, 1 have begun
to do a column in HIGH PERFORMANCE, the
exciting quarterly on performance art
and other alternative media. As a re-
sult, BOOKS IN MY BAGGAGE appears every
three months on a regular basis. I select
a few books each issue which stir me .
to write longer reviews about them.

A recent work was FRENCH FRIES by Warren
Lehrer and Dennis Bernstein, which has
.already won accolades by critics and
artists alike. This book, printed by
Joan Lyons at the Visual Studies Work-—
shop, 1s a gem, and much thanks is due
to Joan's acute art on the press. If

POSTAL CHANGES. Special Fourth Class
"buok rate” now applies book status

to books with FEWER than 24 pages,
meaning most bookworks and children's
books too. As of 25 November 1984,

the 24-page limit has now been reduced
to 8 pages, allowing most bookworks to
qualify for the cheaper rate. Previous-
ly publishers pald the higher priced
third-class, parcel post or UPS rates.
In the same action, the Post Office
Board decided that floppy disks also
could be sent at the book rate.

LINE II announced its . grant recipients
tor 1984-85. Having received $15,000
Lo regrant directly toartists from the
NEA and no money from the New York State
Council ou the Arts, LINE sees a dangerous
precedent to the field of Artists' Books.
